Consultation on the Draft Strategy ‘In from the Cold’

The New Zealand Food & Grocery Council (the “FGC”) welcomes the opportunity to comment on the Consultation on the Draft Strategy ‘In from the Cold (the “Strategy”) prepared by the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Authority (the “EECA”).
The FGC has several significant members who may be affected by any proposals that arise as a result of this Strategy and wish to note that these members are all major contributors to the national economy.
The FGC wishes to raise the following points in relation to the Strategy:
· We are aware that the Strategy was developed using mainly Australian data and in order for our members to understand the potential impacts of some of the proposals mentioned in the Strategy then a full regulatory impact assessment would need to be conducted. This would need to include a detailed analysis of the number of fridges, chillers, vending machines and display cabinets currently in the marketplace in New Zealand;
· In order for Industry to be able to comply with any proposed regulations the process must be streamlined and cost effective to minimise the potential compliance burden;

· In order for Industry to be able to comply with any new regulations they must be provided with a sufficient notice period and be given guidance where necessary; and
· It is our understanding that a further strategy document may be published in April following which further consultation with industry will occur.

The FGC wishes to remain involved in the development of the Strategy and is happy to assist the EECA throughout the process. We would be grateful if you could please include us in any future consultations.
